Second, most of them have caught animals to eat since youth of the world.
They don’t think nature give them foods. They think they have to win to get a
lot of foods.

But in Japan people think they live with nature. Their house is made of trees.
Their life is based on agriculture. So they thank it. Then they know that trust
1s important because to live with nature 1s very difficult for them and they need
to trust each other. It’s like team work.

Today, Japanese company is very strong. If you create something great, you
need a lot of time. There are few freshman who can create it. But many
Japanese company trust most of them. They teach them. So Japanese company
1s very strong. It’s like a family. Nobody can make without learning.

But the companies in Europe hope freashman does well. They don’t wait for
growing like farming because their spirit is a hunter. Sometimes
it 1s good for them, but sometimes it is not.
